From the health room…We will be featuring a relevant health topic in “Notes” each month. 
If you have a suggestion for a future topic, please e-mail Terri Grace at 
tgrace@mountdesales.org.  
 
Have you been faced with the early-morning decision about whether to send your daughter to 
school or keep her home? Please consider these guidelines: 

• Fever: The student should remain home with a temperature of 100.5 or greater. She 
can return to school after she has been fever free for 24 hours (without fever-reducing 
medicine such as Tylenol or ibuprofen). 

• Colds: If there is no fever and the student feels well, school is fine. If she develops 
green nasal discharge that continues throughout the day, a fever, ear pain, severe sore 
throat, difficulty breathing, or symptoms last beyond 10 days, consult with your 
healthcare provider. 

• Diarrhea/vomiting: A student with diarrhea and/or vomiting should stay at home and 
return to school only after being symptom-free for 24 hours. 

• Conjunctivitis: Following a diagnosis of bacterial conjunctivitis, the student may 
return to school after the first dose of prescribed medication. Students with viral 
infection may return when eyes are clear. 

• Strep throat: A student with strep throat may return to school 24 hours after antibiotic 
treatment has begun. 

• Boil or draining sore: Draining lesions should be covered with a bandage at all times. 
Students should see a healthcare provider for antibiotic therapy. 

 
Please remember that sick students cannot learn effectively and are unable to participate in 
their classes in a meaningful way. Keeping your sick daughter home prevents the spread of 
illness in the school community and allows her an opportunity to rest and recover. Keeping 
current on immunizations, including the flu vaccine, whether by injection or mist, can help 
minimize illness and absences. 
If you missed October’s topic from the Health room, you can read about food allergies in the 
October Notes to Families on the MDSA website.
